When playing a backhand volley, many double handled players neglect to slide their non dominant
hand up to the throat of the racquet.

It is important to keep the non dominant hand at the throat of the racquet whilst at the net, this assists
in keeping the racquet head up thus improving the control over the shot.

In the advent of a player wanting to play a drive volley, it is easier to slide the hand from the throat of
the racquet down to the grip rather than vice versa.
